Housekeeping 
There are a number of rules that apply in the marina, which are designed to 
make life enjoyable for all concerned.  Copies are available from the marina 
office at no charge. 
Some of the rules we need to be reminded of are:- 

• One car per berth – which should display a yellow Club sticker. 
• Pontoons/Walkways are to be kept clear of equipment.  Hoses and 

mooring ropes should be coiled neatly. 
• All vessels to be moored so as to ensure Bowsprits/Anchors/Dinghies/ 
      Davits do not protrude over the pontoon/walkway. 
• The marina power stands/pedestals require the use of 15 amp 

leads to your vessel. - If damage is done to the power pedestals 
through using 10 amp leads you will incur cost of repairs.
